III. MEETING ITEMS

A The potentia! of broadening the focus of the Friends of the Camas Community Center - and
collaborating with others

Randy Curtis introduced Lloyd Halverson. Halverson conducted a survey for the Friends of
the Camas Community Center to determine whether the role of the group should be
broadened. Halverson stated that the board has existed for decades and, currently, their
focus is primarily on maintenance of the Camas Community Center. They also get funding
from the Community Chest for scholarships because they are a non-profit organization.
The organization made a large monetary contribution to the Lacamas Lake Lodge facility
and they have thought about broadening their mission to include other things such as
parks, trails, open space, senior activities, etc.

An electronic survey was sent out to 75 people and 21 people responded. Halverson
distributed the results of the survey and it's clear that the majority of responses were in

favor of broadening the focus. Halverson stated that the disadvantages would be the
limited amount of time and money that people are willing to commit to and the positive side
is the potential new resources that could be available to the community. He feels that this
would also supplement and augment what the Parks Board would do as opposed to
compete or replace it. Marshall stated that Nan Henriksen will be back in April and her
involvement is crucial to moving forward on this. Bradley asked about the dividing line

lt.
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between the role of the Parks Commission and the Friends board, and Halverson stated
that the role of the Parks Board is outlined in the ordinance for the Parks Commission.
Marshall stated that the Friends want to support projects through fundraising and not make
recommendations like the Parks Commission does. Vergillo had questions about the group
and the roles established in their bylaws. Marshal! stated that the focus has always been
on the Camas Community Center and that needs to be redefined. Acheson gave a brief
history of the Friends board and stated that this would be another tool for the City to utilize.
Curtis stated that this topic should continue at the March meeting.

B. Sweetwater SUP Proposal forWater Concession Contract at Heritage Park for 2016

y' Sweetwater SUP Rental Proposal

Acheson stated that the contract renewal with Sweetwater SUP rentals is for one year with
extensions. Curtis stated that they had a fantastic year last year and mentioned the
temporary storage that they are placing out this summer. ln response to Vergillo's concern
about the aesthetics of the storage container, Acheson stated that it will be there
temporarily during the season, which is June 18th through September sth, 2016. Vergillo
stated that he'd like to see an alternative storage option other than a container if possible.
ln response to Acheson, Vergillo stated that other locations have nice facilities for this type
of business. Vergillo wants to confirm that kayaks are not getting hauled from Lacamas
Lake to Fallen Leaf Lake Park. Acheson suggested making a recommendation to paint the
storage unit.

A motion was made by Marshall, seconded by Vergillo, and carried to accept the renewal
of the Sweetwater SUP Contract at Heritage Park in 2016.

This Action ltem was approved.

C. North of Lacamas Lake Conservation Visioning

Acheson stated that in 2008, the City of Camas created a Parks Comprehensive plan
which was updated in 2014. !n 2014, no zoning was established in the annexation north of
Lacamas Lake. ln a partnership with Columbia Landtrust, the city will be doing a visioning
north of Lacamas Lake that they plan to complete by Fal! 2016. No open house is planned.
There will be severa! opportunities to receive public input through stake holder groups and
parks commission meetings.

IV. PROJECT UPDATES

Council Retreat - Curtis stated that they have a work plan in place and will take the first
step tonight to implement the work plan. Every month each commissioner has an
opportunity to give a report on their park. Abrahamsen stated that Curtis did a great job of
giving the annual report at the retreat. Smith stated that it was a great presentation.

Park Distribution - Each Commissioner chose two parks to keep updates on and give input
on at monthly meetings.

Fallen Leaf Lake Park Open House - Acheson distributed the comments from the Fallen
Leaf Lake Park open house and requested that the Commissioners review them prior to
the next meeting.o
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o
Coopers View Park - Acheson stated that they are in the design phase of this park and the
park is much more expensive than what it's been budgeted for. The city is n the process of
working on decreasing expenses for this project.

The City of Camas is seeking to improve Fallen Leaf Lake Park. Design concepts include
upgrades to existing park facilities, new opporfunities for recreation and waterfront access, and
parking improvements. The master plan will iden t* alake loop trail system to help separate
day-use activities from private rentals and address improved park trail connections and
neighborhood access.

EYEI{T OVERVIEW

The open house was held at l.acamas lake Lodge and Event Center on Wednesday, January 20,
from 4:3V7:30 P.*. The public was notified by an article in the Camas Post Record, information
on the City of Camas website and Facebook page and by mobile app. Announcements were
posted in City facilities and more than 7,700 mailers (attached) were sent to residents in the
98ffi7 zip code. Approdmately 94 members of the community attended including members of
City of Camas city council as well as the parks and recreation commission. The event handout
(attached) was provided to all attendees. Ten boards were displayed that illustrated the various
design elements of the proposed master plan. Attendees provided oral corunents to project
team members. Attendees also could provide written conunents at the event or submit them 'ria
email to |erry Acheson.
